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Puppets have been around for thousands of years. Most of the people would define puppets as something that children like to play with. We are all very well aware that children like puppets a lot, but only few are aware that puppets can be a very successful teaching aid. Very often teaching aids are mistaken for teaching instruments; teaching instruments are objects whit which we can illustrate the subject that is instructed and we can call objects a teaching aid when it can be manipulated by every child, so the child is active during the learning process. 
When the child expresses in mother tongue he is given all the possibilities of word expression and even so, small child uses nonverbal means of communication. Therefore is of great importance that form very beginning,  when foreign language is introduced, children have  alternative opportunities of expression as they have  even more limitations in their verbal expression. Puppets usage enables children to feel as if they took part in conversation and that results children’s active role in learning process as well as helps children to overcome their fear of verbal communication. 
Puppets application in early foreign language process considerably increases children's interest for cooperation and learning and encourages language development. As soon as the child physically picks up the puppet or when he makes it, he wants to make it talk and that helps children to overcome their fear of verbal communication. 
Puppets application in early foreign language process considerably increases children's interest for cooperation and learning and encourages language development. Puppets usage also assures creativeness in early foreign language acquisition.  
In learning process we can use already made puppets and different toys or object that can be very quickly changed into the puppets. But for children it is even more fun if the puppets are made during the lesson. When making the puppets we practice understanding of instructional language and during the making process we can repeat the song or rhyme. Further more as it is of great importance the process of revision child is very highly stimulated to revise certain song or rhyme with puppet made by him. 
Very useful and very easy to make are finger puppets. The easiest way to make finger puppet is to use fingers as they are. There are numerous finger songs and rhymes that are very fun and we don’t need any special preparations or skills for this kind of puppet making. 
Sometimes is enough that we draw eyes and mouth on child’s fingers, we can just cover our fingers with marker covering or with small boxes or we can use small shapes of people or animals that we glue on small paper rings. Very useful are also oval shapes or animals outlines, whit finger holes on the bottom. Also preschool children are able to cut out outlines, but it is better cut out finger holes, as they haven’t got their small motor skills developed and when they cut to far the puppet is not useful any more. These puppets are also very easy to make during the class time but are also very useful to take home the outlines as a worksheets and they can make them at home with their parents.
