To evaluate the effects of the European project on the school policy.

INDICATORS of effects

· Staff meetings related to the project take place

· Agreement of the various departments

· Involvement of the senior management and the school principal

· Agreement of the school board

· Existence of a policy statement which includes European projects and activities

· Provision of extra time for teachers involved in European activities

· Appointment of a European school co-ordinator

· The European dimension is reflected in the general objectives of the school

· There is a strategy for meeting the training needs of staff

· integration of a Comenius language assistant into school-life

· resources provided by the school for teaching/learning of languages (compared to other subjects)
