EVALUATION OF THE WEEK

We shared our personal impressions about the activities carried on during the meeting.

Czech Republic
Vladimira : 

It was more difficult for her having lessons in 3rd class then in fifth, because she usually teaches in secondary grades.

She was very interested in Luca’s class presentation

In her school they use  computer programmes  related with text books.

Alena It was interesting but it was shocking teaching to the young children! She also thinks that there was no enough material prepared for the lesson.

The lessons are longer here: she thinks that 60minutes is too much for young learners.

Pupils were very kind and fine. 

Lithuania 

Angele Baneniene :she also teaches in secondary but she know the methods for young pupils

Good thing was to have lessons in two with Gaiva, it was very practical. Also for her the lessons are too long. Anyway, pupils are the same everywhere. She felt the children liked her job. 

During the week, she found the lecture with Professor Brazzoduro about integration very interesting and stimulating, but they don’t have illegal immigration problems...

Rome is great, she’s astonished by its beauty and she wants to come back !

Gaiva Janusaukiene: it was  not difficult to teach in class; she enjoyed to work with Wladimira. She finds also nice to compare and know about other educational system

Dana Kubalakova :

For the Slovakian group, it’s their second time in this school, so they knew what to expect. And everything was absolutely nice. It was very hard the first time being alone in a class but they could interact with children and teachers.

She appreciated the meeting with Donatella Fitgerald about CLIL and storytelling.

Magdalena Kubalova: she finds the children here more active, sometimes noisy, but they can work a lot.

She usually  teaches in the afternoon activity with young children, She uses a lot of songs and games. 

During the activities in the classes, the children could speak just in English. 

At this point the group starts a discussion about how encourage kids to speak  only  English during English lessons

Cindy Braem from Belgium:  It was a practical lesson. We didn’t have enough time to prepare lessons, not enough material

Martine Coppens: She likes Rome: during the guided tours  the guides were very good,  they could appreciate very particular things. The weather was perfect!

She was moved by the choir” Se..sta voce”. Martine thinks it’s  really “COMENIUS” : they are different yet equals, mixing their different colours. In the same way we can think about European Union.

Martine wants also to underline some aspects that she didn’t like. She thinks that in this school the children are too noisy, too many pupils. The canteen is too noisy. 

When the children are outside are more disciplined. 

After that we didn’t have  enough time to prepare lessons and the material was too poor. 

During her teaching experience  she found that in some classes children cannot understand, but in some others they could understand very well. It was better where the teachers did not try to translate in Italian what the “foreign” teachers were saying. It’s a mistake to translate in mother tongue

CLIL was very interesting ; in Belgium they  don’t have lots of material for English, because in Belgium the English is the fourth language to be taught in the schools, after French, Flemish and German.

Regarding the lesson of Professor Brazzoduro, she liked that he knows the gypsy camps directly, because he often goes there and helps even in very practical things.

She also had problems with all the plastic things the school uses in the canteen; she thinks it’s a  contradiction with biological food that is used for children meals.

Simonetta Parenti: summarizes about main aspects we’ve been talking: Clil, production of material.
She also compares the Policy of the school Integration with Uk immigration policy 

Then the group takes some decisions about the tasks of the participating schools during the next months. We all agree that each participating school should be aware of its role and the concrete tasks that it is expected to carry out.

· Story telling : 

· We discuss about a common book or film to use in all the schools. We decide to work with a movie: Ice age 1.   
· Clil related subjects: science, history, art, biology, geography

· First of all teachers write down lessons plans and share them.
· Final products will be shown. 

 Special needs

· We are going to improve this aspect because we don’t feel prepared to write a complete programme for special needs pupils. We are going to ask for help to special schools and/or support teachers for language teaching

· during the next meeting we will have a session dedicated to the evaluation.

· Dana is in charge of writing the  renewal form She will prepare a proposal of renewal in December and send it to all the schools into the first half of January.
